Tucker gives some unhelpful life advice to Junior before heading off.[g] Caboose stays at the base to ensure Sheila's transfer is not disrupted. The events turn out to have been watched
by two fairy-like light beings, Muggins and Huggins, with the former requesting the latter to follow the group while he leaves to report to their superiors, the Cosmic Powers. Very soon." 19820"Reckless"7:450ctober 22, 2012 (2012-10-22) With the Red and Blue teams refusing to help them, Church and Carolina decide to try to find the Director
themselves. 15214"Reconfiguration"5:01July 26, 2010 (2010-07-26) The Meta finishes configuring the old Epsilon unit into a capture unit. She then approaches Phase and the two fuse into one person, revealing that East was a "Holo-Echo", a solid hologram that serves as a person's duplicate. 19719"Party Crasher"11:490ctober 15, 2012 (2012-10-15)
After breaking into the Mother of Invention, Tex begins making her way to the labs, finding South along the way, with North confronting his sister to let Tex go through. 1278"Directions"4:40August 10, 2009 (2009-08-10) Back at Blue Base, Simmons discusses the mess Caboose has made in his project to build a new body, and offhandedly says the
reason how nobody has won the war yet because them still making robots, a comment which Lopez takes offense to. Underground, Donut wakes up and finds two suits of Blue armor. Just before the Meta attacks, Washington appears, telling him to stand down, revealing that they are working together. Church and Tucker then exchange some words of
thanks and apology. 3516"What's Mine is Yours"4:48June 4, 2004 (2004-06-04) With O'Malley having previously killed Caboose's mental image of Church, Church unsuccessfully tries to re-establish Caboose's memory of him. Caboose finds it, and uses it to shoot Sarge. Feeling that the assignment is beneath her, Carolina is dismissive of the Blues and
easily dispatches the Reds so she can engage Tex directly. As everybody analyzes the footage Jax had taken and find a map marking a remote island on Earth with no apparent strategic value, Dylan then consults VIC, who found evidence of Temple planning to attack the UNSC's new headquarters on Earth. However, Epsilon Church's memories are
still incomplete, and the only knowledge he possesses about the Red and Blue Teams are based completely on the stories Caboose told him. They then meet the Blues and Reds, the group responsible for the attacks on the UNSC. Once Tucker is informed the French army he has declared war on is approaching, he decides to leave with Grif. He then
attempts to access his memories and functions as Caboose warns Tucker about the repressed torture memories within him. Washington heads towards the terminal allowing him access to the failsafe and suddenly the Counselor and the Director speak and attempt to stop him. Future Church decides to fix the Red teleporter before it malfunctions and
sends the characters to various places, just as Sheila rams the base. In the past, Carolina, Washington, York, North and South ride with Four-Seven Niner to assault the Insurrectionist facility full-force. Church is in the housing facility for The Great Weapon, which The Great Destroyer will use to bring Great Doom in the future, with The Great
Destroyer described as a "blue being" who "will be known as the stupidest life form in the universe", Church assumes that it must be referring to Caboose. However, Alpha does not remember Tex and is reluctant to leave the ship, saying that it isn't possible anyways, and he is very tired and wants to rest. 3415"Aftermath, Before

Biology"4:27May 28, 2004 (2004-05-28) As Doc radios command, he starts to slip into aggressive moments that indicate O'Malley managed to find a host. After Atlus sends in the cyclops's wife, Tucker and Sister run away by opening a portal that leads them to the Medieval England moment that opened the season. Eventually Tucker emerges,
wielding his energy sword and calling for the Reds and Blues to enter the temple. 814"Sibling Arrivalries"4:500ctober 27, 2006 (2006-10-27) (sponsors); October 30, 2006 (public) Church finally discovers that Vic's voice mailbox is full. 11919"Chapter 19"9:440ctober 30, 2008 (2008-10-30) The Reds and Blues attempt to flee the base in their vehicles
while Washington attempts to finish Project Freelancer by activating the EMP. Both Freelancers are shown standing on a tropical island. Meanwhile, Dylan consults with one of her scientist contacts, who tells her that the machine Loco built is an unnecessarily over-complicated tunneling machine that can't possibly work. Church starts to suspect that
Sheila is possessed by O'Malley, causing her malfunction. Both depart to Blood Gulch. Meanwhile, carrying the bomb inside the fortress, Caboose mistakes Tex's "X" marking for a plus sign. Along with the Pelican airship that had originally arrived in Blood Gulch carrying Grif's sister Kaikaina, another comes in with Wash and Carolina. Shortly
realizing that Andy is useless without Lopez, Sarge returns, distracts Caboose, and swaps Lopez's head for a skull. Epsilon-Church soon regroups with the Reds, and the mere sight of a pursuing Washington sends Epsilon-Church into a rage, activating his energy weapon and melting the stone around the hole, sealing it. 457"New

Toys"4:58December 6, 2004 (2004-12-06) While Sarge and Donut try to repair the Warthog, Grif, Tucker, and Simmons argue about styling the jeep in order to attract women. Blue by arguing that it hasn't gotten dark in 3 years. When Sarge suddenly appears next to Caboose to help, Church despairs loudly, realizing that the world is not ending but
he is being rescued. 7417"Right to Remain Silenced"6:41March 2, 2006 (2006-03-02) Simmons manages to enter the Red Base by correctly guessing the weak password established by Grif and Donut, and convinces Sarge not to hold a trial on possible treason. Dylan and Jax, who decided to stay despite being shot, fly away to a remote planet, where
Dylan encounters Caboose in a parody of the ending of Star Wars: The Force Awakens. The Meta follows him inside the facility as he predicted. West and Raymond find a weakened Washington in the lobby and are attacked by Diesel, who only retreats as West fires a rocket launcher on him. Sarge and Simmons wonder how Donut received the medical
attention he would have needed after he was released; just as they realize the answer, Doc approaches from behind and greets them, greatly upsetting Sarge. They are unexpectedly joined by York, whose quick recovery from his injuries surprises the other Freelancers. Future Church is knocked out, and the teleporter begins giving off sparks. Back at
the temple, the Reds and Caboose gather around Epsilon-Church. Meanwhile, Jax's new cast he recruited through time travel - along with recasting John as Sarge, Rodney Dangerfield is Tucker, Tommy Wiseau is Caboose, and Jeff Bridges is Grif - makes the studio cut off the funding for his movie. Donut arrives in a white void dimension, where O'Malley is already waiting, and goes seeing his "God", who tells Donut that his
friends will betray him, and that although he will spare them despite that, when Donut returns to the Reds and Blues he must do something for him. Both York and North keep an eye on her from above, and while they talk
about each other's Als, they conclude that all of the Als seem anxious about something, as if they know something that the Freelancers do not. In the present, Carolina and Church gather the Red and Blue teams in the holographic training room under the Red base. Tucker tells Caboose to grab Church from the other side of the portal. The transfer is
