They	will	factor	in	depreciation	if	your	property	is	older.	They	will	also	add	the	value	of	your	land	to	the	overall	assessed	value.The	income	method:	This	is	used
predominantly	for	commercial	and	business	properties.	The	assessor	estimates	how	much	income	you	would	expect	to	receive	if	the	property	were	rented	out	based	on	factors	such	as	costs	of	maintenance,	insurance	expenses,	and	prevailing	rental	rates.	Some	property	tax	bills	show	specific	details	on	how	much	of	your	money	goes	toward	which
government	and	public	expenses.	Check	with	local	authorities	in	your	area	to	learn	more	about	how	your	property	tax	dollars	are	spent.	Assessing	the	value	of	your	property	is	the	first	step	in	the	process.	After	that,	your	property's	assessed	value	is	multiplied	by	the	local	tax	rate. Oslo’s	new	Labour	Party-led	city	government	that	was	elected	last	year	quickly	set	about	implementing	a	campaign
promise	to	invoke	property	tax	with	its	revenues	earmarked	for	elder	care	and	day	care	for	children.	It’s	the	latest	local	property	tax	to	be	levied	in	Norway,	as	local	governments	(kommuner)	turn	to	it	as	a	means	of	raising	new	funds	to	finance	the	social	welfare	state. The	property	valuations	used	to	calculate	the	property	tax	are	normally	a	couple	of	years	old.	Once	the	property	value	has	been	determined,	the	taxable	value	is	calculated.	The	taxable
value	is	the	percentage	of	the	property's	value	used	to	determine	how	much	property	tax	should	be	levied.
